Preparation

1. Print 100 copies each of Foundation
patterns 1 and 2 (pages 9 and 10) at 100%
and measure to confirm accuracy of printout.

2. Cut out all the foundation patterns on the
outermost line.

to bottom right into (4) directional triangles

(14) 2'4" x WOF for long sashing

(16) 242" x WOF; subcut
(32) 22" x 14", from the remainder, subcut
(64) 2" x 4"

1. Using your preferred method, foundation piece all the Foundation 1
patterns using the cut pieces in the fabrics listed in the block table
(page 5) to make a Corner Unit. Make (8) each of Fabrics E, P, and S,
and (4) each of Fabrics C, D, F, G-N, O, Q, R, and T-X, for a total of
(100) Corner Units. Keep matching units grouped together by block

number for easier block assembly.

If desired, trim all on the outer solid line and carefully remove the
papers or wait until all the units are complete and you are ready to

assemble the blocks.

Sew together in rows, pressing
towards the center squares, then sew the rows together to make (25)
Center Units.

Sew units
into rows, matching seam intersections, then sew the rows together
to complete the block. Make (1) of each block using the Units listed
for each block, for a total of 25 unique Blocks.
