Preparation

This project assumes a knowledge of foundation piecing. Read the pattern
all the way through before beginning. Cut sizes for foundation pieces include
generous overage for easier placement.

1. Print 1 copy of pattern for Template 1 (page 8) at 100% actual size.
Trace Template 1 onto either template plastic or freezer paper and
mark which side is right side up, as it will be used both right side up
and wrong side up (reversed). Cut out template on outer line.

2. For traditional foundation piecing, print 50 copies of page 9 to yield 100
copies each of Foundation 1, and 50 copies each of Foundations 2 and 3.
Print 25 copies each of Foundations 4a and 4b (pages 10-11). Overlap
and tape sections together as indicated before sewing. We
recommend washi tape - it is a paper tape that is easily torn and sewn
through. Cut out all foundation patterns on or just outside the
outermost solid line.

3. Trace Section 1 of joined Foundation 4 onto template plastic or freezer
paper, including the directional grainline. Add %" cutting allowance all
around the drawn template and label as Template 2. Cut out template
on outer line and use to cut block center fabrics as directed.

Cutting

WOF = Width of fabric

RSU = Right side up

RSD = Right side down

WST = Wrong sides together

If desired, press fabrics to be fussy cut or with bias edges with starch
or starch alternative and allow to dry before cutting to stabilize the
fabrics.

For efficient cutting of both Template 1 and Template 1 reversed pieces,
layer the fabric strips WST and trace the template once on the layered
fabric. With the fabric still WST, cut through both layers of fabric to yield
1 piece of the 2 orientations.

Fabrics A and B, fussy cut from each:
(4) block centers using Template 2, centered on the desired motif, and
keeping grainline arrow parallel to the selvedge

Fabrics C, E, and G, cut from each:
(4) block centers using Template 2, keeping grainline arrow parallel to the
selvedge

Fabric D, cut:

(16) 22" x WOF; subcut
(64) 22" x 5%"
(64) 22" x 32"

Fabric F, cut:
(15) 3"* x WOF; subcut
(50) each Template 1 RSU and Template 1 RSD
Enough bias strips 2'2"-wide to make 9% yards (9m) of bias binding

*Template 1 is not quite 3" high, but not an easy rotary cutting number, so
slide template to one long edge of the strip when cutting pairs of pieces,
or before cutting WOF strips, use template to cut WOF strips to exact strip
height needed.

Fabric H, cut:
(5) block centers using Template 2, centered on the desired motif, and
keeping grainline arrow parallel to the selvedge

Instructions

Note: All seam allowances are %" and pieces are sewn right sides together.
Press all seams as directed by instructions or following arrows in the
diagrams. Refer to the foundation patterns and diagrams for the correct
cut size piece to use when foundation piecing.

1. Using your preferred method, foundation paper piece (36) of
Foundation 1 and (18) each of Foundations 2 and 3 using Fabric I in
section 1, and Fabric J in the remaining sections. Trim each piece on
the outer solid line. Set aside for now.

2. Repeat Step 1 to make (64) of Foundation 1 and (32) each Foundations
2 and 3, using Fabric D in place of Fabric I. Fig. 4

3. Foundation paper piece (25) of Foundation 4, using the Fabrics A, B, C,
E, G, and H Template 2 pieces in section 1, making sure all directional
motifs are aligned with the directional arrow on the foundation, and
using Fabric J in the remaining sections. TIP: use pins, a bit of glue,
or machine baste the section 1 piece at all 4 corners, so it doesn't slip
around before it is completely sewn in place. Trim each unit on the
outer solid line to complete 25 Center Units. Set aside for now. Fig. 5

Sew together the 2'2" Fabric F binding strips
end-to-end using diagonal seams. Press
seams open. Press the binding strip in half
wrong sides together.

Layer backing (wrong side up), batting, and
quilt top (right side up). Baste the layers
together and quilt as desired. Trim excess
batting and backing even with the top after
quilting is completed.

Leaving an 8" tail of binding, sew the binding
to the top of the quilt through all layers
matching all raw edges. Miter corners. Stop
approximately 12" from where you started.
Lay both loose ends of binding flat along
quilt edge. Where the loose ends meet, fold
them back on themselves and press to form
a crease. Using this crease as your stitching
line, sew the two open ends of the binding
right sides together. Trim seam to %" and
press open. Finish sewing binding to quilt.

Turn the binding to the back of quilt and
hand-stitch in place.
